. THE DRAWINGS INDICATE SIZE AND GENERAL LOCATION OF WORK. SCALE DIMENSIONS SHALL

NOT BE USED. THE EXACT LOCATION AND LOCATION OF ALL LIGHTING FIXTURES, RECEPTACLES
