It is preferred that all counter front edges and backsplashes be roll formed as specified unless the situation makes it impossible.  Make certain the cabinetry details show the configuration required where roll forming is impossible.

Countertops shall have post formed front edge and backsplash, except wehre detailed otherwise, with plastic laminate meeting requirements of ANSI / NEMA LD 3  -  PF 42.  No raised lip on front edge.
