Approved Products
Although both types of repellant can be bid together and perform equally well over most surfaces, silane requires moderate installation temperatures and must be applied on materials which are alkaline, generally mortar, CMU, or concrete.  Silane penetrates deeper and protects somewhat longer.  Siloxane keeps the water beaded up on the surface better but does not penetrate into the substrate as well.

 3.1
EXAMINATION
A.
Test substate for moisture content.  Do not apply if moisture contents of wall not within limits acceptable to Manufacturer.

B.
Apply 10 foot by 10 foot test application for review of substrate preparation procedures and application methods.

 3.2
PREPARATION
A.
Do not apply water repellent until after installation of sealants in areas to receive water repellants and adjoining areas.

B.
Clean substrate of substances which will interfere with penetration and adhesion of water repellent.

C.
Protect adjoining work from spillage or blow-over as recommended by Manufacturer.

APPLICATION
Installation
A.
Apply two heavy saturation spray coats beginning at bottom of walls and following Manufacturer's written application instructions.

CLEANING
A.
Immediately clean adjoining surfaces of spillage and overspray as recommended by Manufacturer.
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
