 3.1
INSTALLATION
Installation
A.
Install insulation in compliance with UBC or other applicable building codes and as follows

Select the option that matches the details on the Drawings.  Generally option one is preferred and both options are very rarely used together except in areas of very severe winters.

On the Legacy, option two is used at the Rostrum and option one at the rest of the building.

OPTION ONE

1.
Remove ties and concrete protrusions that would keep insulation from fully contacting foundation wall face.

2.
Install against interior side of perimeter foundation walls extending downward from top of slab 48 inches or to top of footing, whichever is less.  Install using 3/8 inch beads of specified adhesive at 12 inches on center vertically and at each vertical and horizontal joint to completely seal insulation.

OPTION TWO

1.
Install horizontally for 48 inches under building slab continuously around building perimeter and between slab and foundation wall for full depth of slab.
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
