Flash pipes passing through roof with 16 oz sheet copper flashing fitted snugly around pipes or with 4 lb per sq ft lead flashing fitted around pipes and turned down into pipe 1/2 inch with turned edge hammered against pipe wall.  Calk between copper flashing and pipe with flexible waterproof compound.

Flashing base shall be at least 24 inches square.

Roof Jacks For Flues And Furnace Piping  -  Factory-made galvanized steel.

Nails  -  10d Hot-Dipped galvanized unless shown differently.  Use nails of aluminum or copper with aluminum or copper sheet metal, respectively.
