Face coating polyvinyledene Fluoride (PVF2) Resin-base finish (Kynar 500 or Hylar 5000) for coil coating components containing 70 percent minimum PVF2 in resin portion of formula.  Thermo-cured two coat system consisting of corrosion inhibiting epoxy or acrylic latex primer and top coat factory applied over properly pre-treated metal.

b.
Reverse side coating of steel flashings to be thermo-cured system consisting of corrosion inhibiting epoxy or acrylic latex primer applied over properly pre-treated metal.

c.
Color as selected by Architect from Manufacturer's standard colors.

Interface With Other Work  -  Coordinate with pipe installers for proper size of roof jacks and pipe flashing.

B.
Pipe Flashing For Plumbing Vent Lines

1.
Copper  -  Fit snugly around pipes.  Calk between copper flashing and pipe with specified sealant.

2.
Lead  -   Fit around pipes and turn down into pipe 1/2 inch with turned edge hammered against pipe wall.
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
