PART 3 EXECUTION
Use the standard formats, scheduling systems, etc, in the Church Master Specification to specify and call out keying requirements.  The VMR Partners are available for consultation on developing keying systems within authorized Church guidelines and policies.

List the door numbers of the doors each key is to operate.

The keying and hardware of Church Projects is based on the fact that security from break‑in is virtually impossible to prevent because of the use of glazed windows and doors.  If the lock slows down the intruder, he merely breaks a window or door and walks in.  The basic intent of the security keying system is to control the keys in circulation, thereby controlling legitimate traffic, and to reduce the cost of rekeying.

The high security cylinders specified for the entry doors are used only to obtain a system in which the keys cannot be duplicated without written authorization, usually by the Stake President.  Controlling the distribution of the entry door key will greatly reduce unauthorized entry into the meetinghouse.

The interior doors are keyed so areas such as offices and storage closets assigned to an Auxiliary, are keyed separately but are cross-keyed to open all the 'common' rooms, such as the Chapel, Cultural Center, Serving Area, etc.  The basic premise is that each organization receives the key that opens the storage closet or room to which it is assigned and that that key also opens all the 'common' rooms as well.  The keying of Family History rooms will vary according to usage and building design.

The number of keys specified in the Master Section is based upon three wards and a stake suite in the building and one auxiliary assigned to a storage closet.  Adjust the number of keys required to fit different conditions.

The use of high security locks and standard locks will vary with the Project requirements.  Generally, it is strongly recommended that the exterior doors utilize the high security keying system while the interior doors utilize the standard keying system.  Most of the instructions and explanations are based on this arrangement.

It is not intended that anyone on the Ward or Stake level carry a masterkey or grandmasterkey on their person.  The Bishops and Stake President should have access to the interior masterkey for their building, but keep it in the key cabinet or their desk or file cabinet.  The PFR and custodians would use the interior Master keys for each building to which they have been assigned and the exterior Master key for the buildings within the Stake to which they have been assigned.  The exterior Grandmaster key will be used by the Custodial Foreman or PM Supervisor and other Area Office or Regional personnel to gain access to the buildings over which they have jurisdiction when their jurisdiction goes beyond a stake's boundaries.  If a PM Group's jurisdiction does not go beyond a stake boundary, a Grandmasterkey is not necessary.  Arrangements to give custodial, regional, and area personnel access to the key cabinet so they may have access to the interior of the building should be made on an individual, local basis.

It is not recommended nor is this system designed to key the interior doors of different buildings under the same keying system (master or grandmaster) nor to have exterior keying systems go beyond PM Group boundaries.  No level higher than master key should be necessary for building interiors, nor grandmaster for building exteriors.  It is also not necessary for high security systems to be used anywhere other than exterior entry doors.

Keying Designations  -  The keying designations (AA, AB, BA, BB, etc) are only intended as a guide to the person pinning the locks within a keying system.  Thus, unless every building in the Stake is being keyed at the same time, every building in a stake may have its keying system labeled A with AA change keys.  Since there is no relationship between the keying systems of each building, no differentiation such as AB, AC, etc. is necessary.  If all the buildings in the stake are being keyed at the same time so some differentiation is required, the designations would be C, D, E, etc, with CA, DA, EA, etc, being the change keys and B/BA being the exterior door keying system.

Suggested key distribution.  See also the Keying Directive -

1.
General Keys  -  These keys are for issuance to Auxiliary Organizations and Individuals who are not assigned a storage space secured with a standard lockset.

2.
Bishop's Office Keys  -  Bishop, First Counselor, Second Counselor, Executive Secretary, Ward Clerk

3.
Clerk's Office Keys  -  One each to each assistant Ward Clerk, Bishop's Secretary, typists.

4.
Storage Space Keys  -  For each Auxiliary Organization assigned to a storage space secured with a standrd lockset, there should be one key.  If more than one Auxiliary Organization is assigned to the same storage space, one keys should be specified for each Auxiliary Organization assigned to the storage space.

5.
Mechanical Spaces, Etc  -  These keys are for 'loaners' to workmen and other personnel required to have temporary access to the utility spaces.  The Custodian should carry a Masterkey so he does not need to use these keys.

6.
Stake President's Office Keys  -  Stake President, First Counselor, Second Counselor, Stake Executive Secretary, Stake Clerk.

7.
Interior Stake Suite Keys  -  High Councilors, Assistant Stake Clerks, other stake personnel.

8.
Interior Masterkeys  -  Each Bishop / Branch President, Stake President, Stake PFR, custodian foreman / PM Supervisor assigned to the building.

9.
Exterior High Security Door Keys  -  Anyone authorized for after-hours access to the building.  The standard, preferred keying scheme requires everyone to carry at least two keys to access all the spaces they require in the building.

10.
Exterior High Security Master Keys  -  Stake PFR and stake custodial foreman / PM Supervisor.

11.
Exterior High Security Grandmaster Key  -  Multi-stake custodial foreman / PM Supervisor and sometimes PFFM.
