INSTALLATION
Installation
A.
Install in accordance with requirements of ASTM C 841.

B.
Secure lath to supports at intervals not to exceed 6 inches on center.

1.
Wire  -  Place where sides of sheets lap at supports and at side laps of sheets between supports.

2.
Nails  -  Engage at least two strands of diamond mesh.  Where common nails are used, bend across three strands minimum.

C.
Laps  -  1/2 inch minimum at sides and one inch minimum at ends.  Ends shall occur over supports and be staggered.

D.
Corners

1.
Diamond Mesh  -  Start at least one stud away from corner.  Bend into corner and carry on to abutting wall at least 3 inches.  Otherwise use corner lath.

2.
Rib or Sheet Lath  -  Butt into corner and use corner lath.
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
