EXAMINATION

A. Verify that necessary blocking has been installed in framed walls for partition installation and for place where coat hook / door bumper will strike wall.

B. Verify placement of ceiling support for attachment of pilaster.  

 3.2
INSTALLATION
Installation
A.
Install pilasters rigid, plumb, and level.  Anchor pilaster to ceiling support with 3/8 inch bolts as recommended by the manufacturer.  

B.
Secure pilasters to supporting structure and level, plumb, and tighten.  Hang doors and adjust so doors are level with bottoms of pilasters when doors are in closed position.  

 3.3
ADJUSTING

A.
Lubricate hardware as recommended by Manufacturer.

B.
Set hinges on out-swinging doors to return to nearly closed position.

C.
Perform final adjustments to pilaster leveling devices, door hardware, and other operating parts of partition assembly just before Substantial Completion.

 3.4
CLEANING

A.
Remove protective masking.  Clean exposed surfaces of partitions, hardware, fittings, and accessories.

B.
Touch-up minor scratches and other finish imperfections using materials and methods recommended by Manufacturer.  Replace damaged or severely scratched materials with new materials.
