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UPDATES  -

This type screen is authorized only for stake centers, and then only in Chapels and / or Cultural Centers.  Stake Centers are generally authorized one screen only in either the Chapel or the Cultural Center, unless shown otherwise on a standard plan.  Meetinghouses without stake suites utilize portable screens to be checked out of the Material Center and are not authorized to utilize these built-in screens.

In some cases, if a room in a meetinghouse is designated for seminary use, a projection screen will be required by the Area Office.  In this instance, the screen will be manually operated and surface mounted.
