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1. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR FURNISHING ALL
MATERIAL AND LABOR TO CONSTRUCT THE FACILITY AS SHOWN AND
DESCRIBED IN THE CONSTRUCTION DOCUMENTS IN ACCORDANCE WITH
THE APPROPRIATE APPROVING AUTHORITIES, SPECIFICATIONS AND
REQUIREMENTS. CONTRACTOR SHALL VISIT THE SITE PRIOR TO BIDDING
TO DETERMINE EXISTING CONDITIONS.

2. ALL EXISTING UTILITIES SHOWN ARE LOCATED ACCORDING TO THE
INFORMATION AVAILABLE TO THE ENGINEER AT THE TIME THE DRAWINGS
WERE PREPARED AND HAVE NOT BEEN INDEPENDENTLY VERIFIED BY THE
OWNER OR THE ENGINEER. GUARANTEE IS NOT MADE THAT ALL EXISTING
UNDERGROUND UTILITIES ARE SHOWN OR THAT THE LOCATION OF THOSE
SHOWN ARE ACCURATE. THE LOCATIONS SHOWN ARE FOR BIDDING
PURPOSES ONLY. FINDING THE ACTUAL LOCATION OF ANY EXISTING
UTILITIES IS THE CONTRACTORS RESPONSIBILITY AND SHALL BE DONE
BEFORE HE COMMENCES ANY WORK IN THE VICINITY. FURTHERMORE, THE
CONTRACTOR SHALL BE FULLY RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY AND ALL DAMAGES
DUE TO THE CONTRACTORS FAILURE TO EXACTLY LOCATE AND
PRESERVE ANY AND ALL UNDERGROUND UTILITIES. THE OWNER OR
ENGINEER WILL ASSUME NO LIABILITY FOR ANY DAMAGES SUSTAINED OR
COST INCURRED BECAUSE OF THE OPERATIONS IN THE VICINITY OF
EXISTING UTILITIES OR STRUCTURES, NOR FOR TEMPORARY BRACING
AND SHORING OF SAME. IF IT IS NECESSARY TO SHORE, BRACE, SWING
OR RELOCATE A UTILITY, THE UTILITY COMPANY OR DEPARTMENT
AFFECTED SHALL BE CONTACTED BY THE CONTRACTOR AND THEIR
PERMISSION OBTAINED REGARDING THE METHOD TO USE FOR SUCH
WORK.

3. IT IS THE CONTRACTOR'S RESPONSIBILITY TO CONTACT THE VARIOUS
UTILITY COMPANIES WHICH MAY HAVE BURIED OR AERIAL UTILITIES
WITHIN OR NEAR THE CONSTRUCTION AREA BEFORE COMMENCING
WORK. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PROVIDE 72 HOURS MINIMUM NOTICE TO
ALL UTILITY COMPANIES PRIOR TO BEGINNING CONSTRUCTION.

4. THE CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE FOR THE LOCATION AND PROTECTION
OF ALL EXISTING UTILITIES DURING CONSTRUCTION.

5. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR OBTAINING ALL
REQUIRED CONSTRUCTION PERMITS.

6. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL HAVE AVAILABLE AT THE JOB SITE AT ALL TIMES
ONE COPY OF THE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS INCLUDING PLANS,
SPECIFICATIONS, AND SPECIAL CONDITIONS, COPIES OF ANY REQUIRED
CONSTRUCTION PERMITS, AND EROSION CONTROL PLANS AND
INSPECTION REPORTS.

7. ANY DISCREPANCIES ON THE DRAWINGS SHALL BE IMMEDIATELY
BROUGHT TO THE ATTENTION OF THE ENGINEER BEFORE COMMENCING
WORK. NO FIELD CHANGES OR DEVIATIONS FROM DESIGN ARE TO BE
MADE WITHOUT PRIOR APPROVAL OF THE ENGINEER AND NOTIFICATION
TO THE ENGINEER. NO CONSIDERATION WILL BE GIVEN TO CHANGE
ORDERS FOR WHICH THE ENGINEER WAS NOT CONTACTED PRIOR TO
CONSTRUCTION OF THE AFFECTED ITEM.

8. ALL COPIES OF COMPACTION, CONCRETE AND OTHER REQUIRED TEST
RESULTS ARE TO BE SENT TO THE DESIGN ENGINEER OF RECORD
DIRECTLY FROM THE TESTING AGENCY.

9. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR SUBMITTING TO THE
ENGINEER A CERTIFIED RECORD SURVEY SIGNED AND SEALED BY A
PROFESSIONAL LAND SURVEYOR REGISTERED IN THE STATE OF
MISSISSIPPI DEPICTING THE ACTUAL FIELD LOCATION OF ALL
CONSTRUCTED IMPROVEMENTS THAT ARE REQUIRED BY THE
JURISDICTIONAL AGENCIES FOR THE CERTIFICATION PROCESS. ALL
SURVEY COSTS WILL BE THE CONTRACTOR'S RESPONSIBILITY.

10. CONTRACTOR SHALL VERIFY BENCHMARKS AND DATUMS PRIOR TO
COMMENCING CONSTRUCTION OR STAKING OF IMPROVEMENTS.

11. ALL DIMENSIONS GIVEN ARE TO FACE OF CURB AND TO PIPE
CENTERLINES, UNLESS OTHERWISE NOTED ON PLANS.

GENERAL NOTES

12. CONTRACTOR SHALL REPLACE ANY FENCING, CURBING, ETC. THAT IS
DEEMED DAMAGED OR DESTROYED BY OWNER DUE TO THE
CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES.

13. CONSTRUCTION INSPECTION WILL BE PERFORMED BY REPRESENTATIVES
OF THE OWNER, MDOT, ENGINEER, CITY, GEOTECHNICAL ENGINEER, AND
REVIEWING AUTHORITIES AND AGENCIES. UNRESTRICTED ACCESS SHALL
BE PROVIDED TO THEM AT ALL TIMES.  CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE
FOR UNDERSTANDING AND SCHEDULING REQUIRED INSPECTIONS.
TESTING SAMPLES SHALL BE COLLECTED AND PROCESSED BY CERTIFIED
TECHNICIANS.

14. ALL CONTRACTORS MUST CONFINE THEIR ACTIVITIES TO THE WORK AREA.
NO ENCROACHMENTS ONTO DEVELOPED OR UNDEVELOPED AREAS WILL
BE ALLOWED.  ANY DAMAGE RESULTING THEREFROM SHALL BE
CONTRACTOR'S RESPONSIBILITY TO REPAIR. CONTRACTOR TO COMPLY
WITH APPROVED CONTINUATION OF SERVICE PLANS.

15. PROPERTY LINES SHALL BE FIELD VERIFIED PRIOR TO CONSTRUCTION.
GRADING, CLEARING, AND THE ERECTION OR REMOVAL OF FENCES
ALONG PROPERTY LINES SHALL BE FULLY COORDINATED WITH ADJACENT
PROPERTY OWNERS.

16. CONTRACTOR SHALL MAINTAIN ACCESS TO ALL PROPERTIES.

17. ALL NEWLY CUT OR FILLED AREA, LACKING ADEQUATE VEGETATION,
SHALL BE SEEDED, MULCHED, FERTILIZED, AND /OR SODDED AS REQUIRED
TO EFFECTIVELY CONTROL SOIL EROSION.

18. VERIFY SITE CONDITIONS PRIOR TO CONSTRUCTION. NOTIFY THE
ENGINEER OF ANY VARIATIONS PRIOR TO COMMENCEMENT OF WORK.

19. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PROVIDE ADEQUATE AND EFFECTIVE EROSION
CONTROL AS NECESSARY TO PREVENT ANY SILTATION INTO EXISTING
DRAINAGE SYSTEM AND/OR ADJACENT PROPERTIES.

20. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PROOF ROLL SUBGRADE PER GEOTECHNICAL
REPORT REQUIREMENTS.

21. ALL MATERIALS AND INSTALLATIONS SHALL CONFORM TO THE STANDARD
SPECIFICATIONS OF THE MISSISSIPPI DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION.

22. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL COORDINATE ANY INTERRUPTION OF UTILITY
SERVICE WITH OWNER AND UTILITY COMPANY. A 48 HOUR NOTICE SHALL
BE PROVIDED BEFORE THE INTERRUPTION.

23. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL SAW CUT, REMOVE, AND REPLACE ASPHALT OR
CONCRETE PAVEMENT AS NECESSARY TO INSTALL UNDERGROUND
CONDUITS.

24. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL COORDINATE THE INSTALLATION OF UTILITY
SERVICE WITH THE APPROPRIATE LOCAL UTILITY.

25. A MINIMUM VERTICAL CLEARANCE OF 18" SHALL BE MAINTAINED BETWEEN
ALL UTILITIES UNLESS NOTED OTHERWISE.

26. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PROTECT ANY PIPES EXPOSED DURING
CONSTRUCTION.

EROSION PREVENTION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL NOTES

1. THE OWNER AND CONTRACTOR SHALL EACH SUBMIT A NOTICE OF INTENT (NOI) TO MDEQ AT
LEAST 30 DAYS PRIOR TO COMMENCING CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES. OWNER AND CONTRACTOR
ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR RETAINING PROOF THAT THE NOI WAS SUBMITTED TO MDEQ (PROOF
MUST CONSIST OF CERTIFIED MAIL WITH RETURN RECEIPT).

2. MDEQ NATIONAL POLLUTANT DISCHARGE ELIMINATION SYSTEM (NPDES) CONSTRUCTION
GENERAL PERMIT, LANDSCAPE PLANS, GEOTECHNICAL INVESTIGATION, AND CIVIL ENGINEERING
PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS ARE HEREBY INCORPORATED INTO THIS SWPPP. CONTRACTOR
SHALL OBTAIN AND KEEP A CURRENT COPY OF THESE DOCUMENTS AT THE CONSTRUCTION SITE.

3. ALL EROSION AND SEDIMENTATION CONTROLS MUST BE DESIGNED, INSTALLED AND MAINTAINED
TO RETAIN SEDIMENT ON-SITE TO THE EXTENT PRACTICABLE.

4. ALL CONTROL MEASURES MUST BE SELECTED, INSTALLED, AND MAINTAINED IN ACCORDANCE
WITH MANUFACTURERS SPECIFICATIONS AND GOOD ENGINEERING PRACTICES.

5. OFF-SITE ACCUMULATIONS OF SEDIMENT ESCAPING PROJECT SITE MUST BE REMOVED AT A
FREQUENCY NECESSARY TO MINIMIZE OFF-SITE IMPACTS. FOR EXAMPLE, SEDIMENTATION WITHIN
STREETS ADJACENT TO THE PROJECT SITE MUST BE REMOVED PRIOR TO RAINFALL EVENTS. ALL
FINES IMPOSED FOR TRACKING ONTO PUBLIC ROADS SHALL BE PAID BY THE CONTRACTOR. IN
ANY EVENT SILT SHALL ALWAYS BE REMOVED SUCH THAT PONDING IN A STREET IS PREVENTED.

6. CONTRACTOR MUST REMOVE SEDIMENT FROM ALL APPLICABLE CONTROLS WHEN DESIGN SILT
STORAGE CAPACITY HAS BEEN REDUCED BY 50%.

7. CONTRACTOR SHALL ENSURE THAT ALL LITTER, CONSTRUCTION DEBRIS, AND CONSTRUCTION
CHEMICALS ARE PREVENTED FROM BECOMING POLLUTANT SOURCES.

8. OFF-SITE MATERIAL STORAGE AREAS USED SOLELY FOR THIS PROJECT, INCLUDING DIRT
STOCKPILES AND BORROW AREAS (AS APPLICABLE), MUST BE PREVENTED FROM BECOMING
POLLUTANT SOURCES BY INSTALLATION OF BMPS.

9. CONTRACTOR SHALL ENSURE THAT EXISTING VEGETATION IS PRESERVED WHERE ATTAINABLE.

10. DISTURBED PORTIONS OF SITE MUST BE STABILIZED. STABILIZATION PRACTICES MUST BE
INITIATED WITHIN 14 DAYS IN PORTIONS OF THE SITE WHERE CONSTRUCTION HAS BEEN EITHER
TEMPORARILY OR PERMANENTLY CEASED, UNLESS EXCEPTED WITHIN THE MDEQ PERMIT.

11. CONTRACTOR MUST MAINTAIN RECORDS OF DATES IN THE SWPPP OF WHEN MAJOR GRADING
ACTIVITIES OCCUR, WHEN CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES EITHER TEMPORARILY OR PERMANENTLY
CEASE ON A PORTION OF THE SITE, AND WHEN STABILIZATION MEASURES ARE INITIATED.

12. CONTRACTOR SHALL ENSURE THAT SWPPP IS CONSISTENT WITH SEDIMENT AND EROSION SITE
PLANS, STORM WATER PERMITS, AND STORM WATER MANAGEMENT PLANS APPROVED BY STATE,
TRIBAL, OR LOCAL OFFICIALS. UPDATES TO SWPPP ARE REQUIRED UPON WRITTEN NOTICE TO
PERMITTEE OF CHANGES APPLICABLE TO STORM WATER PERMITS, SEDIMENT AND EROSION
CONTROL PLANS, OR STORM WATER MANAGEMENT PLANS BY SUCH OFFICIALS.

13. ALL EROSION AND SEDIMENTATION CONTROL MEASURES AND ANY OTHER PROTECTIVE
MEASURES IDENTIFIED IN THE SWPPP MUST BE MAINTAINED IN EFFECTIVE OPERATING
CONDITION. WHEN INSPECTIONS IDENTIFY CONTROLS OPERATING INEFFECTIVELY, THE
CONTROLS SHALL BE MAINTAINED PRIOR TO THE NEXT RAINFALL EVENT OR AS NECESSARY TO
MAINTAIN EFFECTIVENESS OF THE CONTROL, OR AS SOON AS PRACTICABLE.

14. CONTRACTOR SHALL INSPECT DISTURBED AREAS, MATERIAL STORAGE AREAS EXPOSED TO
PRECIPITATION, STRUCTURAL CONTROL MEASURES, AND VEHICLE ENTRY AND EXIT AREAS DAILY.

15. CONTRACTOR SHALL INSPECT STABILIZED AREAS AND AREAS WHERE RUNOFF IS UNLIKELY DUE
TO FROZEN OR ARID WEATHER CONDITIONS AT LEAST ONCE PER MONTH.

16. CONTRACTOR SHALL INSPECT ACCESSIBLE DISCHARGE LOCATIONS (OR NEARBY DOWNSTREAM
LOCATIONS IF DISCHARGE POINT IS NOT ACCESSIBLE) IN ORDER TO ASCERTAIN WHETHER OR
NOT EROSION CONTROL MEASURES ARE EFFECTIVE IN PREVENTING SIGNIFICANT IMPACTS TO
RECEIVING WATERS.

17. STRUCTURAL BMPS SHOULD NOT, TO THE DEGREE ATTAINABLE, BE PLACED WITHIN
FLOODPLAINS.

18. BASED ON INSPECTION RESULTS, REVISIONS TO SWPPP MUST BE MADE WITHIN 48 HOURS OF THE
INSPECTION. NEW OR MODIFIED CONTROL MEASURES MUST BE INSTALLED PRIOR TO THE NEXT
RAINFALL EVENT, OR AS SOON AS PRACTICABLE.

19. CONTRACTOR SHALL SUBMIT A NOTICE OF TERMINATION (NOT) TO MDEQ WHEN THE SITE NO
LONGER HAS ANY STORM WATER DISCHARGES ASSOCIATED WITH AN INDUSTRIAL ACTIVITY AS
DEFINED WITHIN 40 CFR 122.26(b)(14), OR WHEN THE CONTRACTOR IS NO LONGER DEFINED AS
THE SITE OPERATOR.
