Thank you for meeting with me yesterday at the job site and for our coming to an understanding regarding the scope of your work. Enclosed is a check for the first payment, $2,000.

I am also enclosing my notes from our meeting yesterday, which I updated this morning, before meeting Textron. Unfortunately, Textron was not able to answer the important questions, but will be getting back to me as soon as possible.

1) I believe that Textron will tell us that they want two plant toilet rooms and will demolish the existing toilet room.

2) I believe that the parking plan, which we measured and discussed, will be approved.

3) I believe that the main plant building and the new office addition are each going to be sprinkled, and I advised Textron that if this is the case, a fire wall will not be required.

4) They will get back to us about the door openings and windows.

5) They will locate the office addition toilet rooms.

As we move this project along, you and I will need to carefully identify the Textron plant “bill out” items, as well as any (such as insulation) which are “bill out” items for the new 8,000 SF addition. Right now I am thinking that such expenses as: the Demolition; drive-strip paving; Advanced paving and fencing; plumbing tie in for the plant toilet rooms; labor and materials for the addition necessary for the front plant toilet room; all represent what will be “bill out” items to Textron. I will need your help in identifying these “bill out” items so that we can make sure that Textron pays the proper amount and no more.
