Dear Mr. Dickerson,

As per your request, and in your presence, I held a final inspection of your property at 1442 Royal Palms Drive in Clipper Estates.  The final inspection did not pass due to the following:  The landscaping does not meet the minimal standards set forth by the association, and the slope at the back yard is at a greater than 4:1 pitch.

The Majority of the Architectural Review Committee (ARC) files was destroyed in the August 29th storm or is currently being salvaged.  It is impossible to determine the state of completion each construction project in Clipper Estates had reached before Hurricane Katrina.  However, what we do know is that the construction deposit on this lot is still on the books. If a final inspection would have been called and the property passed, the deposit would have immediately been refunded. 

While we can see how these landscaping elements could now be missing from the property, you are still required to meet minimal standards at the time of inspection.  The ARC will allow you all the time needed to rectify these issues and refund your money accordingly.  Please keep our office informed on this matter and if we can be of any further assistance please do not hesitate in contacting us.

These restrictions are in place to protect you, as well as the community, and in turn provides everyone with a higher real estate value for their investment. We appreciate your cooperation in this matter.
