History:

Mr. Ladner contacted Dammon Engineering to perform a structural inspection on the referenced residence.  He was concerned about the structural integrity of the home after Hurricane Katrina.
Findings:

During a visual inspection of the home, the following was noted:

1. The roof has recently been replaced.
2. The southwest corner of the brick ledge is fractured.
3. The soffit on the west side is pulled down.
4. The siding on the rear of the home is separated on the northwest corner.
5. The siding on the rear of the home is torn near the center.

6. The soffit on the northeast corner is pulled down.

7. There is a broken window on the east side of the home.

8. The vinyl siding is pulled away from the southeast corner of the home.

9. The water rose above the power distribution panel 

10. Wire, receptacles and switches were below the water line.

11. A new electric water heater has been installed.

12. The interior wall and ceiling sheetrock and insulation have been removed.
13. The front and back doors need to be replaced.
Analysis

Minor repairs to the exterior of the home are required.  Replacement of the exterior doors, interior doors, insulation, wall board, electrical outlets, switches, electrical panel and wiring below the water line, bath room and kitchen fixtures, and floor coverings are required to finish the home.
Conclusion:

It is my opinion that this home can be repaired and will be structurally sound and in good condition once all of the repairs have been completed.
