This was the first time that I
had been able to access my property since the hurricane three days prior on August 29.
Although the structure had suffered severe wind damage, water damage was by far
limited to the ground floor. The only water damage that I observed on the main living
floor, ('second floor ), was what appeared to be minor amounts of muddy water that had
blown in on the back porch and under the sliding glass doors to the kitchen..
Additionally, there was some water damage to the interior of the house from rainwater
that had entered through openings in the roof caused by downed tree limbs and blown
away rooftop ventilators. Close examination revealed no signs of significant amounts of
water having entered the second floor of the house.
