Construction:

Raised single story, pile supported, wood frame residence with vinyl siding, metal roof, wood and ceramic tile flooring.  The home is approximately one year old.

Scope:

This inspection is limited to a visual inspection of the shell and interior walls and ceilings of the home, including the interior and exterior foundation of the residence.  No Inspection of the mechanical or electrical systems was performed.  This report is as outlined by the National Academy of Building Inspection Engineers Standards and Practices for Residential and Small Building Property Condition Surveys.  This report is not an explanation of cause, effect, or engineering.

History:

Mr. King contacted Dammon Engineering to request a structural inspection of the above listed residence, including photographs and a written report about the condition of the home.  He is concerned that big truck and other equipment and traffic working on the property next to his property, has damaged his home. 

Findings:

The home is generally in good to excellent condition, except for the items listed below:

The inside of the home has several cracks in the sheetrock, as follows:

1. The master bedroom sheetrock wall was noted to have a crack under the through wall A/C unit.

2. The master bedroom sheetrock ceiling was noted to have a crack above the bed.

3. The bedroom closet ceiling was noted to have a crack in the sheetrock.

4. The bathroom closet was noted to have cracks in the wall.

5. The sheetrock around the kitchen window has cracked.

6. The kitchen rear door was noted to have a crack in the sheetrock above the door.

7. The laundry room wall near the water heater was noted to have a crack in the sheetrock wall.

8. Where the rear porch steps meet the porch, it was noted that it has separated from the porch and there is now an open crevice between the steps and the porch.

9. Generally, the cracks in the sheetrock appear to be at the seams.

The homeowner reported that no cracks or other problems existed or were found after the construction completion inspection.
