Dammon Engineering has been in business since 1979, and has accomplished hundreds of projects requiring selective demolition of schools, hospitals, universities and industrial facilities such as the NASA Michaud Complex, where we had 3 one year contracts with NASA to provide all engineering for work that was their responsibility at Michaud.  Dammon Engineering also designed projects for Martin Marietta at Michaud, affecting giant areas of their 45 acre plant, where massive selective demolition had to be accomplished in order to upgrade to present day space flight conditions.

Prior to Mr. Dammon opening Dammon Engineering, he was assigned to a team by the Boeing Company to selectively demolish the Michaud Facility from its then present configuration for building tanks and tank engines, a foundry, and even Higgins Aircraft Company tooling, offices etc. from the second world war, where Higgins at first started out to build ships, and then airplanes, none of which ever flew, and no tanks were made later by Chrysler, but all the tooling and machinery were there.
Dammon Engineering performed numerous projects for the New Orleans School Board under the direction of Mr. Ron Leone, where selective demolition was the key to the project, the most extensive of which was the conditions of the window walls at the School Board Office on the West Bank.  

Dammon Engineering has held multi annual contracts with the Defense Department at Naval Air Base in Belle Chase, with the U.S. Navy for their Florida, U.S. Post Office for projects in Louisiana and Mississippi for asbestos abatement, U.S. court houses etc., damage and charges from General Contractors when performing their duties.
