Dammon Engineering has been in business since 1979, and has accomplished hundreds of projects for architectural, mechanical and electrical projects for schools, hospitals, universities and industrial facilities such as the NASA Michoud Complex, where we had 3 one year contracts with NASA to provide all engineering for work that was their responsibility at Michoud.  Dammon Engineering also designed projects for Martin Marietta at Michaud, affecting giant areas of their 45 acre plant, where massive selective demolition had to be accomplished in order to upgrade to present day space flight conditions.

Dammon Engineering performed numerous projects for the New Orleans School Board under the direction of Mr. Ron Leone, the most extensive of which was the conditions of the window walls at the School Board Office on the West Bank and air conditioning for the 200 year old building housing the New Orleans Center for Health Career (NOCHC).  Projects at other schools involved demolition and installation of boilers, renovation of classrooms, toilets, adding air conditions to gymnasiums, roofing projects and many other projects that extended from those listed to paving, fences, etc.

We have designed several major additions to St. Tammany Parish Schools that also required use of all disciplines of design and architecture.  Other school board projects included design to abate asbestos.

All of our projects involved designs that must be Fire Marshal approved and all have met present day codes for hurricane protection.

We are especially proud of our design to completely renovate the St. Tammany Parish Administrative Complex in Slidell, which involved renovating a forty year old, six story eye sore into a beautiful modern office building.  The cost for that project is approximately 7.25 million dollars.  Dammon Engineering did all the design in-house.
