I don’t know when will be the best time to bring this up, but remember that the dirt contractor put the dirt in the right place according to the drawing that McMath gave him (the correct drawing to use).  The drawing McMath gave the surveyor had a mistake on it and the surveyor put the stakes according to the drawing with the error.  He did not question why the fill dirt was 30 ft. in back of his marker.

McMath assistant foreman Jarod Juno told Mr. Chris Ducote, the fill dirt contractor, to move the dirt, even though Mr. Ducote told him that the drawing he had showed it in the original position.  Mr. Ducote then moved the fill dirt to the new location laid out by the surveyor.

I assume Mr. Brown (Job Superintendent) was made aware of this some time later, and when he made me aware, I immediately notified Mr. Singh and we met with Mr. Brown regarding the problem.
