Deliver products to site in sealed and labeled containers; inspect to verify acceptability.

Container label to include manufacturer's name, type of paint, brand name, lot number, brand code, coverage, surface preparation, drying time, cleanup requirements, color designation, and instructions for mixing and reducing.



C.
Store paint materials at minimum ambient temperature of 45 degrees F and a maximum of 90 degrees F, in ventilated area, and as required by manufacturer's instructions.
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ENVIRONMENTAL REQUIREMENTS



A.
Do not apply materials when surface and ambient temperatures are outside the temperature ranges required by the paint product manufacturer.



B.
Minimum Application Temperatures for Latex Paints:  45 degrees F for interiors; unless required otherwise by manufacturer's instructions.



C.
Provide lighting level of 80-ft candles measured mid‑height at substrate surface.

Primers: Latex based interior white primer used on interior gypsum drywall under a flat latex paint.



B.
Coatings:  Ready mixed, latex based paint for use as a flat finish over prime coated gypsum drywall.  Process pigments to a soft paste consistency, capable of being readily and uniformly dispersed to a homogeneous coating; good flow and brushing properties; capable of drying or curing free of streaks or sags.



C.
Accessory Materials:
Linseed oil, shellac, turpentine, paint thinners and other materials not specifically indicated but required to achieve the finishes specified, of commercial quality.



D.
Patching Materials:  Latex filler.



E.
Fastener Head Cover Materials:
Latex filler.
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FINISHES



A.
Refer to schedule at end of section for surface finish and color schedule.
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EXAMINATION



A.
Verify site conditions.



B.
Verify that surfaces are ready to receive work as instructed by the product manufacturer.



C.
Examine surfaces scheduled to be finished prior to commencement of work.  Report any condition that may potentially affect proper application.



D.
Measure moisture content of surfaces using an electronic moisture meter.  Do not apply finishes unless moisture content of surfaces are below the following maximums:




1.
Plaster and Gypsum Wallboard:  12 percent.




2.
Masonry, Concrete, and Concrete Unit Masonry:  12 percent.




3.
Interior Wood:  15 percent, measured in accordance with ASTM D2016.

 PREPARATION



A.
Remove or mask doors and trim, electrical plates, hardware,  escutcheons, and fittings prior to preparing surfaces or finishing.  Store for reinstallation.


B.
Correct defects and clean surfaces which affect work of this section.  Remove existing materials and/or coatings that exhibit loose surface defects.



C.
Seal with shellac and seal marks which may bleed through surface finishes.



D.
Impervious Surfaces:
Remove mildew by scrubbing with solution of tri‑sodium phosphate and bleach.  Rinse with clean water and allow surface to dry.



E.
Gypsum Board Surfaces:  Fill defects with filler compound. Sand as required and spot prime defects after repair.
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APPLICATION



A.
Apply products in accordance with manufacturer's instructions.



B.
Do not apply finishes to surfaces that are not dry.



C.
Apply each coat to uniform finish and color.


D.
Vacuum clean surfaces free of loose particles.  Use tack cloth just prior to applying next coat.



E.
Allow applied coat to dry before next coat is applied.

A.
Reinstall electrical cover plates, hardware, light fixture trim, escutcheons, and fittings removed prior to finishing.
