Dear Bill,

Following my inspection and report on the settlement of your residence, I was asked by the various contractors that looked at the project, to furnish a design for the foundation work and bracing for the roof, in the event they were commissioned by you to accomplish the work.

If the project is to raise the house to the present level of the fireplace hearth, as it was prior to the flood, my fee would be $4,500.00 to accomplish the as-built foundation and required new foundation design and drawings.  This would include treatment of the brick walls in the house and strengthening of roof supports over the 2nd floor rooms.

To accomplish the design of a FEMA approved project (with the floor one foot above the FEMA flood elevation) the design fee would be $8,500.00.

Both of these fees include inspection of the contractor’s work during construction.
