In response to your letter dated June 1, 2005, copy attached, please note the following items:

1. Inadequate anticoagulation – I am on an anticoagulant.  Is it not sufficient?

2. Poor exercise capacity – I don’t understand this, as I have as good an exercise capacity as any 73 year old, better than most.

3. Objective evidence of myocardial ischemia by radionuclide scintigraphy – The fact is that when it was discovered that I had a blockage, the doctor couldn’t’ understand why it wasn’t bothering me, until they discovered that I have developed collaterals that bypassed the blockage, the blockage being in a hard to fix location.  I have never had chest pains or any other outwad symptoms of heart disease.

Only after I suffered a trauma while in the hospital for a stomach problem, did I develop atrial fibrillation.  This didn’t manifest itself with anything I could feel.
