I met with doctor Fredrick J. Jaeger, Jr. at the Cleveland Clinic in October.

Test made – electrocardiogram

The doctor got my medical history and said that I was definitely a candidate for the ablation procedure, but that they always tried medicating with some new drugs first.

These were “SOTALOL,” and DOFETILIDE.

He also gave me copies of:

1. Ayrial fibrillation – pamphlet describing the problem.

2. Pulmonary vein antrum isolation procedure pamphlet.

3. Management of arrhythmios pamphlet.

He said I would have to get back on Coumadin and he spoke of trying the medicines first.  He said he would get with you to request the nuclear test results and probably a new one.

When I told him about the problem with the FAA, he was unaware that they wouldn’t accept a pace maker as solving the problem to get my flight physical approved.
