This is usually by way of providing household goods lost in floods, earthquakes, etc.

Today, we are faced with a disaster of such epic proportions that we can’t begin to understand the needs of the citizens of the communities of New York City, which was so cruelly devastated by these terrorists who hate us as well as what we believe in.
