Our home loan account referenced above, was set up so that we pay interest only for the first ten (10) years, reducing the principal amount during this time when we choose and at ten years it would revert to an interest and principal payment.

On May 1, 2008 we sent an interest payment of  $2,261.27 plus a $30,000.00 payment towards the principal (check no. 5589).

When we had not received a payment coupon for June, we sent to you a check #6000 in the amount of $2,261.27 (without a coupon since we had not received one) to pay the June 2008 interest, knowing that you should have reduced the interest payment and sent a new statement.

As of today, June 11, 2008, we have not heard from Countrywide regarding our loan and recognizing our payment on the principal and we are very concerned about your lack of organization starting back with one of our first checks to you being mailed to California as we were told to do when you had moved to Dallas and we were not notified.  The check was returned to us later by the Post Office but we were never reimbursed for the late payment fee.

I am enclosing copies of the checks sent to you in May and June and insist that we hear from you immediately to straighten out this matter.
