Please wear your blue Rotary T-Shirt or white Rotary polo shirt  if you have them. Our Slidell Clean City will provide safety vests, gloves, trash bags, and pick up poles.  We also have warning cones.  We have made signs to put up on location identifying our Slidell Rotary Clubs Adopting-A-Street.  However, we are waiting for the State DOTD approval before we can put them up.  It should be soon.

Note: You need to bring your own ice water or beverage (non alcoholic).  All Rotarians, their significant others and family members are encouraged to participate. (No small children please).
