All of this is from pages 22 – 25 on the user guide that is attached.

Using Internet Expoder open a session to :  http://192.168.1.1  When a window pops up asking for User name :  and Password :  leave the User name field blank and use the default password “admin” (without the “”)

Use the Basic Setup screen.  

Change the local IP Address to 192.168.101.1.  Click on the Save Settings at the bottom of the page.  Now a warning will probably popup and tell you that by changing this setting you may not be able to communicate with the router.  

After the settings have been saved you will need to either reboot your PC’s to get a new address or go to a DOS prompt and enter : IPCONFIG /RELEASE   (press enter) then enter IPCONFIG /RENEW (press enter).

You should be able to get on the internet again.  Check out the router at it’s new address :

http://192.168.101.1
If this works then we are set.
