During Construction - Ron Blair called and stated that the beam he (superintendent) installed had failed and asked if we would help design a fletch beam and column for the 2nd and 3rd floor deflection that is taking place in that area. Dammon Engineering did so and told him to jack the floor up and install the fletch beam and column. He did so and stated that all the deflection didn’t come out, but that he would level the floors with the lightweight concrete.
