REQUEST NO. 3:  Produce for copying and inspection any and all documents which relate to the subject matter of the instant lawsuit.

RESPONSE:  See Response to Request No. 1.

REQUEST NO. 4:  Produce for copying and inspection any and all documentary evidence you intend to introduce, or may introduce, at the time of trial in this matter.

RESPONSE:  Dammon may introduce any documents it is producing, as well as any documents produced by any party, its expert, or any non-party in this matter.

REQUEST NO. 5:  Produce for copying and inspection any and all demonstrative evidence you intend to introduce, or may introduce, at the time of trial in this matter.

RESPONSE:  Although unknown at this time what Dammon may use as demonstrative evidence at trial, Dammon reserves the right to use any documents identified in Response to Request No. 4

REQUEST NO. 6:  Produce for copying and inspection any and all other evidence you intend to introduce, or may introduce, at the time of trial of this matter.

REQUEST NO. 9:  Produce for copying and inspection any and all video or audio recordings, photographs, specifications, plans, blue prints, contracts, insurance policies, bonds, site plans, permits, licenses, work orders, invoices for materials and labor and other tangible things which relate in any way to the lawsuit.


RESPONSE:  See documents and other items being produced.

REQUEST NO. 10:  Produce for copying and inspection all expert witness reports and other documents upon which said experts have based his or her opinion along with the expert's curriculum vitae.


RESPONSE:  See Designation of Expert filed by Dammon in this matter.


REQUEST NO. 11:   Please produce any and all statements taken from any person including all of your employees or representatives of any party, concerning the matters at issue in this suit.  This would include, but is not limited to, any and all statements taken on your behalf, including statements taken by your attorneys, representatives, agents, employees, and investigators.

RESPONSE:  Dammon objects to this Request on the grounds it is cumulative to Request No. 7, and further incorporates herein Response to Request No. 7.

REQUEST NO. 12:  Please produce a copy of all documents which evidence, support, or tend to establish your defenses to Prisma’s claims asserted in its Third Party Complaint and will be relied upon at the time of trial or at any other time in this action.

REQUEST NO. 13:  Please produce a copy of any records, reports, calculations or other documents relating to the materials supplied and/or work performed by you in connection with the construction of the subject property.

Please produce a copy of any records, reports, calculations or other documents within your possession relating to the work to be performed on the subject property by any other party on your behalf.
