Scope:

Chuck Gilpin contacted Dammon Engineering to conduct a Structural Inspection of the above named property.  This inspection is limited to a visual inspection of the interior and exterior walls, ceilings floors, roof, and foundation of the residence.  No inspection of the mechanical or electrical systems was performed.  This report is as outlined by the National Academy of Buildings Inspection Engineers Standards and Practices for Residential and Small Building Property Condition Surveys.  This report is not an explanation of cause, effect, or engineering.

Findings:

The residence is gutted.  All interior walls remain, but with sheetrock completely removed except for one small area on the back wall of the kitchen where the sink dishwasher and lower cabinet remain.  There is no apparent structural damage to the interior walls.  The exterior brick is in good condition with no sign of cracks, or settling.  Roof is covered with felt paper.

This inspection covered visible components, foundation, wall and roof framing.
