Pete Dammon was born in Alexandria, Louisiana and raised in Port Arthur, Texas.  He served in the U.S. Army from 1948 to 1952 and then worked for Gulf Oil Company in Port Arthur while attending college at night.  Following his graduation from college, he and his family moved to Seattle where he then worked for Boeing.  He was sent with a special group of engineers to prepare the Higgins Facility (Michoud) in New Orleans to build the first stage of the Saturn Moon Rocket.

Mr. Dammon, both in his 18 years working for NASA, and in his 30 years as owner and Chief Engineer of Dammon Engineering, has been involved in design for HVAC, steam heat, boiler plant design, etc. for clients that include the New Orleans School Board, Veteran’s Administration, St. Tammany parish and hundreds of projects for the private sector.  

Recently, Mr. Dammon prepared drawings and specifications to renovate the storm damaged 6 story St. Tammany Parish Administration Complex.  The repairs to this 44,250 s.f. building included replacing the existing asbestos exterior wall system with a new window wall system, elevating all electrical and mechanical systems above flood levels, making the first floor a flood hazard area with breakaway sections for flooding; renovations included new lighting and new AHU units with new ducting systems for the entire building.

Pete is the past president of the New Orleans Chapter of the Louisiana Engineering Society.  He is a past president of the Rotary Club of Slidell, past Chamber of Commerce Vice President, a district officer of the Rotary International, recipient of the Slidell Chamber of Commerce “Emmett G (Pete) Dammon Ethics in Business Award”.

Investments.

Mr. Wiltse served as an Architectural Technician, (1975), and Architect, (1976) for the Historic American Buildings Survey, recording structures in Jacksonville, Florida, and New York City, field measuring historic structures and preparing archival quality drawings that are preserved in the Library of Congress.

Mr. Wiltse was the on site Architect and Restoration Artisan for a year ending in 1978, for the Renovation of Old Variety Plantation in Plaquemine, LA, preparing on site design drawings, coordinating with artisans, and constructing/renovating select architectural building elements.
