   Please note the attached sketches of two (2) elevations and a plan of the propped 8” diameter tie in to the existing 8” fines above the 53 level.

   From the physical dimensions taken this morning the proposed path for the new 8” tie in indicate you may not be able to manage a 60 degree slope below the horizontal.  The sketches indicate maximum slope would be in the neighborhood of 37 degrees below horizontal.
