Gentlemen:

There is a possibility that my firm, and others, will be named in a lawsuit by a client for whom we designed a service station/convenience store.  The client is Mr. Sarbjit Singh and the store is located at 78492 Lee Road (Barker’s Corner) northeast of Covington, Louisiana.

A surveyor laid the building out in the wrong place, 30 feet closer to the highway than designed by us.  This was brought to my attention shortly after the slab was poured and the metal building installed.  I conferred with the owner at that time, and since he had decided not to have gas pumps (decided after the design that included gas pumps was complete), he said the new location better suited his needs, as the store now was lined up with the store next door.

Later, a gas company approached the owner and made a deal to put in gas pumps.  This was about November of last year.  We worked with him to make it happen, and there is no problem with the pumps, etc., as they are.

Someone has now influenced the owner to demand compensation in the form of build-outs that were not part of the original construction job, and additional toilets, etc. that the owner decided he didn’t want and authorized the contractor not to install.  The owner had traded off these items for other items he wanted at the time.

I was contacted by the owner’s attorney, Joseph Brantley IV, yesterday evening about a meeting on Friday, February 8.  I am in school for professional development hours on Friday; Charles Dammon from our office will attend the meeting if held.

I understand that my notification to you at this point is an obligation of my policy.  I will keep your designated person informed.
