Dear Mr. McKinney,

I am in receipt of your letter dated May 2, 2002.

In paragraph No. 4, regarding the surveyor, please be aware that the drawing with the wrong dimension was given to the surveyor by the contractor, not Dammon Engineering.  The surveyor was hired by the contractor to stake out the building.  The earth work (fill) for the building had been installed in the correct location, prior to the surveyor staking it out.  It was installed using the proper drawing with the proper dimensions.  After the surveyor staked the wrong site, the earth work contractor had to move the earth pad to the new location.
It is my understanding from the contractor that Mr. Singh has promised payment of the final $30,000.00 owed to the contractor within the next few weeks.

Another interesting occurrence may have changed the picture slightly.  Prior to Mr. Singh demolishing his old store and building the new one, a gas station with food serving capability opened next door.  They have been in operation for about a year and a half. Again, according to Mr. Singh, his business is very bad even though his prices beat the neighboring station’s by some amount, and he used to get a lot of business.  All of the above was related to me by the contractor’s superintendent, Danny Brown.

I do plan to visit Mr. Singh and, if possible, get him to sign a release, but I thought it may be wise to wait a bit and see if his business starts to rebuild.
I will keep you posted.
