I am in receipt of your correspondence (email dated June 7, 2001) regarding the Edward Jones Slidell branch office.  We are preparing the drawings for the Fire Marshal’s office to get their approval, and will make that application this week.

In the last paragraph of your letter, you also speak of us applying to the parish for their approval.  When I first spoke with your contractor, Mr. Henry Hardy, I understood that he would be applying for the parish permit.  If not, we will be happy to do this for you and pass the cost of doing so on to you.  The permit will have to be applied for by a contractor that has a parish license and the proper insurance, but not necessarily a commercial contractor, as the cost of the work is below the fifty thousand dollar lower limit of construction required for this.

I estimate that we will have the approval of the Fire Marshal in two to three weeks.  At that time we can have it submitted for a permit.
