Dear Mr. Moeller:

Please be aware that Emmett Dammon was served with papers for a lawsuit regarding the La Quinta Inn & Suites in Biloxi that was opened about six years ago. 

Without going into detail right now, I will explain that the General Contractor realized that he was in a bind and sublet the job to another contractor.  Both were using untrained people-a lot of illegal immigrants and overall performance was bad. The owner didn’t make final payment and the contractor’s request for changes.  The contractor sued the Owner and the Owner in turn sued the contractor, Dammon Engineering, and the Company that designed and built the framing and the floor trusses.

We have worked with the Owner since the project was found to have these problems to determine the extent of damages and the cause.  Although we were never given permission to remove wall coverings in locations of damage, we pretty well knew that the framing was the problem, and also the contractor stacking multiple sheets of sheetrock in the middle of rooms when the sheetrock was delivered.  I contacted the company that designed and built the floor trusses and determined that if the trusses were designed right, the contractor probably installed some of them upside down, allowing them to become weak.

I had no idea that the owner (his attorney) was planning to include me in their counterclaim, and actually helped him build the case.

We had designed projects for Dr. Hernandez (Major owner) before and since then, with nothing but good relations. When he asked for a proposed fee on this project, we gave him a separate price for design, and Construction surveillance.  He accepted the price for design and did not sign for the construction surveillance.  We did charge him later for a couple of changes in design, but never invoiced for the construction surveillance.  We also never have invoiced for the work we have done since then, which I now intend to do.
