Proposal for land sale and division of balance of Land.
 I propose that I will purchase from DSDSD LLC, the two remaining lots on Thompson road for the amount of the note for DSDSD LLC at Whitney bank, which will amount to approx. $80,000.00 Dollars, at the time I have the money available to pay it off.
The balance of land (approximately 13 acres), will then be divided between the members after a new plot is drawn up that try to equally share the wetlands and approaches (driveways). We will then decide who gets what-maybe draw straws?. No Re-Sudivision will be made at this time, but we will have a lawyer "Alford & Alford" draw up the document and have it recorded showing who gets what.
