As of February 1, 2007, this Certification of Construction Form shall
be required prior to occupancy. Please be reminded that this permit is not considered final
until the completed Certification of Construction Form is received by this office.

If construction commences before a permit is granted, a Notice of Violation will be issued for the
project. A letter of “no objection” will not be issued on any pre-constructed project unless the
project fully complies with the requirements of the Sanitary Code.

In the event that it is determined at some point in the future that a design error escaped our
detection during our review of these plans and specifications, that oversight shall not relieve you,
the applicant, of the responsibility for complete compliance with the requirements of the
Louisiana Administrative Code [particularly, LAC 51 (Public Health-Sanitary Code) and LAC 48
(Public Health-General)], specifically including correcting the violations inadvertently
overlooked.

Please be reminded a permit from the state health officer must be obtained for any
modification(s) to this system which changes the system’s capacity, effluent quality, point of
discharge, hydraulic or contaminant loadings, or operation of the component units of the system
prior to beginning construction.
