There was a carpet fire in this residence probably caused by vandals..  There is roof damage that occurred when a tree fell on the residence during Hurricane Katrina.. Walls and ceilings have some smoke damaged primarly in the living room area. of the building.  

Opinion:

If this residence is to be restored it will be necessary to: (1) Check the rafters and repair 

            if damaged.  (2)  Remove and replace any damaged sheetrock. (3) Inspect electrical 

            wiring (4) Remove and replace all kitchen cabinets and appliances. 

There is a reasonable presumption of “ structural soundness” of the original design, which was constructed using accepted, conventional materials and methods. It is my professional opinion that the above residence is structurally sound and capable of being restored to its original design.
