Wood frame, lap board siding, composition shingle roof with brick and concrete foundation with piers
Scope:

This inspection is limited to a visual inspection of the interior and exterior stud walls, ceilings, floors, roof and foundation.  No inspection of the mechanical or electrical systems was performed, but these systems appear to be in working order.
History:

Mr. Charles Penn contacted Dammon Engineering to request a structural inspection on the referenced residential property to survey damage caused when the adjacent house collapsed onto this residence.

Findings:

The roof is partially damaged in two places and it appears that two or more rafters are partially damaged and will need to be repaired or replaced.  One window in the middle section of the residence was destroyed when a large section of lumber fell through and penetrated an interior wall and ended in a bedroom where a child was sleeping.  From the middle section of the residence to the rear, the floor is sagging noticeably to the left where it was damaged.  A window in the kitchen is knocked out of square.  There are stress cracks in the plaster along the ceiling and down several interior walls along this side of the residence. The outside wall of the rear 1/3 of the residence is sagging and will need to be raised and properly supported to restore the building to a level condition.
Mr. Penn reported that a very large pecan tree had fallen on the rear of the house during Hurricane Katrina and that settling of the rear of the house was sustained at that time, including the kitchen window.

Analysis:

Although this residence has damage, it is capable of being restored. I certify the above residence is structurally sound and capable of being restored to its original design.
