1. Rockefeller East End Boat Launch and Bulkhead Cameron Parish (Grand Chenier Area), Project No. 16-513-09-01, Part 01.
This project consists of the replacement of 1,200 linear feet of steel bulkhead and the replacement of two concrete boat launches, light poles and associated walkways. The existing bulkhead will be removed to the lowest waterline and the new sheet piles will be imbedded on the water side of the existing bulkhead. The new bulkhead will span approximately 600 feet on either side of the Joseph Harbor Canal. The existing two 14'x30' concrete boat launches will be removed and replaced with new 14'x40' boat launches constructed of pre-cast concrete panels supported by wood piles. New poured-in-place concrete aprons will be added to the top of each boat launch to facilitate vehicles launching boats. The walkways surrounding the boat launches will be replaced with pre-cast concrete panels supported by wood piles. There will also be 6 new light poles illuminating the boat launch and parking area. The Percent for the Arts program will apply to this project and the designer will cooperate with the selected artist to incorporate the artwork into the deisgn. Fee includes a renovation factor 1.10. The designer shall prepare and submit all required drawings to Facility Planning and Control in AutoCAD Release 2000. Drawings shall follow the format specified in the "Instructions to Designers for AutoCAD Drawings Submittal". The funds available for construction are approximately $2,270,000.00 with a fee of approximately $216,938.00. Contract design time is 300 consecutive calendar days; including 100 days of review time. Thereafter, liquidated damages in the amount of $200.00 per day will be assessed. 2. Upgrade and Harden, Louisiana Agricultural Finance Authority Headquarters and Warehouse for Louisiana Department of Agriculture and Forestry, Baton Rouge, Louisiana, Project No. 1603-0150, Part 01.
This project consists of hardening of the Buildings' walls, windows, doors, roof, and exterior HVAC equipment to reduce the buildings' vulnerability to natural disasters and to facilitate the continuous operation of the facility during an emergency or disaster and to mitigate potential damages. The buildings will continue to be occupied while construction work is being accomplished. The Louisiana Agricultural Finance Authority's (LAFA) headquarters building is used as a Command Center by the Louisiana Department of Agriculture and Forestry (LDAF) during emergencies and the warehouse contains food for distribution to designated evacuation shelters and for the USDA school lunch program. Mechanical and electrical, if any, will be minimal. Design work is primarily structural in nature. This project will be administered by the Louisiana Agriculture Finance Authority and applicants should be thoroughly familiar with their requirements and procedures before submitting an application. Any questions about these requirements and procedures should be directed to the Louisiana Agriculture Finance Authority. The designer shall prepare and submit all required drawings to Louisiana Agriculture Finance Authority in AutoCAD Release 2005 LT.
