The following statements are answers to questions submitted: 

1. Question:

We have a question concerning the second paragraph on page 3 of Solicitation No. 

2010-02. This question also appears on the other Solicitations that we have reviewed, but we're working on 2010-02 first, so that's the one that I'm referencing in this email. We are looking for clarification as to whether or not consultants are expected to submit the entirety of Form RSD-AE title 09-10-02. Much of that form references the prime consultant and would seem to be redundant or non-applicable in regards to our sub consultants. Please advise what information from our consultants is necessary for these RFQs.

Answer:  Sub-consultants are to be listed as specified in Item 9 in Exhibit A.

2. Question:
 “In the fifth paragraph, it states, “If a certified SE was not selected, the proposed should provide written justification of the selection process.”  In the sixth paragraph, it states, “Proposers that plan to use certified SE’s should provide documentation to demonstrate their good faith subcontracting efforts….”  Therefore, it seems to require documentation of “good faith efforts” whether or not the requirement is fulfilled.  Generally, we have seen that it is only required to demonstrate “good faith efforts” if the underlying requirement is not met.  Please advise and confirm.

Answer:  Your interpretation is correct.

3. The sentence reads, “Additionally, all sub-consultants shall also indicate on their form the name of the “Prime” and the percentage amount of the work that will be performed by the Prime.”

My question is if there is another form that our sub consultants must fill out and include with our “Prime” form or do they just fill out the “Prime” form

Answer:   Sub-consultants are to be listed as specified in Item 9 in Exhibit A.

4. Question:  

The RFP (Page 2) states that only Prime Consultants forms are required for submission. 

However Exhibit A “instructions for completing RSD AE” Section 6 states to indicate % of work to be performed by prime/subs, and that subs shall indicate on their form….

Question: Do our subs need to complete their own RSD-AE form?

Answer:   Sub-consultants are to be listed as specified in Item 9 in Exhibit A.

5. Questions in reference to the Request for Qualifications Solicitation No. 2010-02 and 2010-03:
1. We are responding as a Joint Venture. The main office of the JV is a national firm and the branch office of the JV is a local firm. The instructions state that each office will submit a separate form. Should we submit two forms, stapled together, with each form listing the other firm as a sub-consultant?

Indicate in this block by discipline and number of all employees presently employed at the work location (Item 1c) on the date this form was signed. While some personnel may be qualified in several disciplines, each person should be counted only once in accordance with his or her primary function.

The term “Architect”, “Engineer”, “Surveyor”, “Landscape Architect” or “Interior Designer” shall mean a Registered or Licensed Professional Architect, Engineer, Landscape Architect or Interior Designer that is currently registered with the appropriate Louisiana State Board for Architectural Examiners or Engineering Examiners or Landscape Architectural Examiners or Interior Designer Examiners. Include all clerical personnel as “Administrative.”  If applicable, write in any other additional disciplines not indicated e.g. planners, biologists, etc. In all cases indicate the total number of people in each blank space and show grand total.  For national firms wishing to utilize office personnel other than (or additional to) the branch office indicated in Item 1b for this project, the firm shall submit separate RSD-AE Forms showing those offices as sub-consultants for this project.
Answer:  The instructions are clear.  The instructions do not state “that each office will submit a separate form”.  The instructions state “For national firms wishing to utilize office personnel other than (or additional to) the branch office indicated in Item 1b for this project, the firm shall submit separate RSD-AE Forms showing those offices as sub-consultants for this project.”

2. The instructions for Item 6 seems to indicate that each subconsultant will complete their own form, but RSD-AE is configured for the Prime or Joint only. Is there a separate form for sub-consultants?

The “Prime” Consultant shall indicate in this block the percentage of the total work that will be performed by the prime at the official work location (Item 1c). The prime must perform more than fifty percent (50%) of the work. Additionally, all sub-consultants shall also indicate on their form the name of the “Prime” and the percentage amount of the work that will be performed by the Prime. The prime and sub-consultants percentage of the work shall total 100% (see Item 5).

Answer:   Sub-consultants are to be listed as specified in Item 9 in Exhibit A.

3.         Is it the intent of the Recovery School District to attach a complete Standard Form RSD-AE forms for sub-consultants, such as Structural, Civil, and/or MEP Engineers working with the Prime Architectural Firm that are not employed by the Prime Architectural firm and therefore are not at the Official Address firm address?  If not, can the resumes of the Engineers be included under Item No. 8?

4.         In reference to completion of the Standard Form RSD-AE forms please advise:

            

Item No. 11 –

a. Is this section limited to one page?

Answer:  No, but you are limited to 7.

b.         How many projects are allowed to be listed?  The instructions on “Exhibit A” note seven (7) projects, the actual Request for Qualifications list “all” projects.

“Exhibit A” - The respondent may list up to seven (7) projects that the firm has performed within the past ten (10) years that demonstrate the firm’s competence to perform work similar to, or likely will be required on this project
Request for Qualifications Form:

11.        List all projects your firm has performed at the official address listed in Item 1c within the past 10 years that are similar or comparable to the proposed project.




Answer: 7

6. Question: May additional sheets be utilized to complete question 11: “List all projects your firm has performed at the official address listed…”?

Answer:  Additional sheets may be utilized, but you are limited to 7 projects.

7. My question is when submitting proposal by fed ex, may I send both in two different manila envelopes with labeling separate for each project instead of having to send two Fed Ex envelopes. .
Answer:  Keep separate is best.  You run the risk of one of the submissions being lost if sent together.
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
