3.  Evaluate and create necessary demolition drawings, detailing existing obstacles.


a. Includes demolition of existing brick façade, if exists.

b. Includes demolition of existing patio, decking or sidewalks that are attached to residence, if exists.


c. Miscellaneous need of each particular project. 

5.  Create plans for the new foundation and pier support system.


a. Create details for additional support of existing structure.


b. Create details for new stairway(s).

Note: If the owner is going to change the interior design of the house, this must be completed prior to or in conjunction with the Hazardous Mitigation Grant Program Structure Elevation.

II
Professional Fees.

Dammon Engineering proposes a total fee of $8.25/s.f., square footage is calculated by the s.f.  of the existing ground level residence and the new ground floor foundation,  for the following services:

Company History.

Pre and Post Katrina
Selected by St Tammany Parish and city of Slidell to design elevation projects etc. for FEMA Flood mitigation.

FEMA Project for Hazard Mitigation and Elevation

Provided corrective action on 30 FEMA residential projects in the City of Slidell, the Mississippi Gulf Coast Region, St Tammany, St Bernard, Jefferson and Orleans Parishes.  These included (1) 316 Legendre Dr, (2) 57314 Nunez Rd. (3) 105 Rue Chateau, (4) Lot 4 Sq-B Rigolets Estates, (5) 3111 Oak Lane Dr., (6) 113 Jane St., (7) Lot 4 Sq 12 River Gardens, (8) 3102 Grandview Dr., (9) 3046 N. Palm Dr., (10) 3009 S. Palm Dr., (11) 3004 S. Palm Dr., (12) 2974 Palm Dr., (13) 34050 Bayou Liberty, (15) 120 East Pearl, (16) 113 E. Queens Dr., and others totaling approximately 30 residences that were flooded and required to be raised to meet FEMA height regulations.  The first of these houses required raising of the slab with the house intact, designing a new foundation and footings for support.  Later, it was allowed to leave the existing slab and design columns to support the raising of the house.  Dammon Engineering is still involved in this type project for raising houses.  We are also called on to design the foundation for most of the new houses that are raised or on the ground.  We design both CMU block columns and use the Sona Tube design; both with code sized rebar steel reinforcing to resist hurricane winds as required by code, including a safety factor.

Pete Dammon was born in Alexandria, Louisiana and raised in Port Arthur, Texas.  He served in the U.S. Army from 1948 to 1952 and then worked for Gulf Oil Company in Port Arthur while attending college at night.  Following his graduation from college, he and his family moved to Seattle where he then worked for Boeing.  He was sent with a special group of engineers to prepare the Higgins Facility (Michoud) in New Orleans to build the first stage of the Saturn Moon Rocket.

Mr. Dammon started Dammon Engineering in 1979, after a successful career with the facilities design departments of the Boeing company and Martin Marietta, where he started as a design engineer and later held a management position in civil, structural, electrical & mechanical engineering, design and construction, as well as overseeing all outside contracts for engineering services.

Since opening the firm, Mr. Dammon has been engaged in projects that range from design of schools to city streets, to Super Dome renovations, Department of Defense projects for facilities, design of delicate bearings and shafts for mobile art sculptures located in several U.S. cities and foreign countries, local commercial, religious, school, and government projects.
