Dear Mr. Diaz,

I enjoyed meeting with you and Andrew Marshall yesterday regarding your new office building, the addition of another floor to your existing office building with circulation between the two, a new façade on the existing building to tie-in with the new three story building, elevator, etc.

The new facility will have approximately 15,800 square feet.  Our fee to provide this design from scratch would have been $1.50/s.f., or $23,700.00.  Because some work was accomplished by others, and because you have paid us for some work already accomplished, I propose a fee of $15,000.00 to take the project to completion, starting as of this date.

Andrew Marshall can continue to frame the existing building while Dammon Engineering prepares drawings for Fire Marshal approval for the second floor of your current office, the tie-ins to the new building, roof lines, etc., and the floor layout for the second and third floors of the new building.  This will be sent to the Fire Marshal as quickly as possible.  We will also be working on the façade, but the Fire Marshal is not really interested in that part of the project.

Dammon Engineering is fully insured and carries $500,000/1,000,000 in Professional Liability Insurance. 

One thing that concerns me is the additions to the building that do not consider the existing foundations.  It has been my experience that the soil in that particular area is very stable.  I do not foresee any settlement problems, but unknowns always present the possibility of problems.

We have been working on ways to accommodate the facia design you wish to use.
