Pete Dammon was born in Alexandria, Louisiana and raised in Port Arthur, Texas.  He served in the U.S. Army from 1948 to 1952 and then worked for Gulf Oil Company in their Port Arthur refinery while attending college at night.  Following his graduation from college in 1961, he and his family moved to Seattle where he worked for the Boeing Aircraft Company.  He was sent with a special group of engineers to prepare the Higgins Facility (Michoud) in New Orleans to build the first stage of the Saturn Moon Rocket.  Pete settled his family in Slidell in 1962, where his children were raised and attended school.

Mr. Dammon started the firm of Dammon Engineering in 1979, after a successful career with the facilities design departments of the Boeing Company and Martin Marietta.  Mr. Dammon moved his organization to Slidell in 1984 and became a prominent member of the local business community, providing architect and engineering services for our city and parish, as well as the Department of Defense, Post Offices, and private clients in the gulf south region since that time.

Mr. Dammon’s family has always had a connection to Slidell Memorial Hospital, starting with a patient relationship with Dr. Henry Cook in 1962, and continuing that relationship currently with Dr. James Newcombe.  Mr. Dammon has been treated at the hospital on several occasions, and has always regarded the care he received from the staff as excellent.  His experiences with the hospital as a patient, and in past engineering and architectural services for the hospital, have led to a profound interest in having the hospital succeed in its endeavor to overcome its present short-term problems.

As is with any organization that holds and depends on property as one of its means to gain and retain clients, the hospital and the public need one board member who is an expert in engineering and architecture, and in the physical plant systems that make the hospital function.  This person must also be a business-person having a knowledge of finances, employee needs, etc., and one who is profoundly interested in seeing our hospital prosper and grow.  Pete feels that the hospital, its staff, and the doctors who have practiced there, have always been there for the community, and now the community needs and wants to be there for the hospital.

Pete is the past president of the New Orleans Chapter of the Louisiana Engineering Society.  He is two-time past president (2001-2002) and (1994-95) of the Rotary Club of Slidell, past Chamber of Commerce Vice President, a past district committee chairman of Rotary International, District 6840, recipient of the Slidell Chamber of Commerce “Emmett G (Pete) Dammon” “Ethics in Business Award,” a one time award for Pete’s ethical stance (even at a personal loss) against crime in politics in St. Tammany Parish.  He is presently a member of the St. Tammany Parish Board of Zoning Adjustment, the Slidell Board of Code Appeals, and has always been involved in many activities to foster better government and living conditions in our community and state.  Pete is a director for Easter Seals Louisiana, and an executive board member of Jazz on the Bayou, which raised approximately $50,000.00 for Easter Seals this year.
