Mr. Chairman and members of the St. Tammany Parish Zoning Commission thank you for the opportunity to represent Dixie Ranch Road Homeowners Association and Oak Ranch Estates Subdivision. My name is Kirt Dammon, I am a resident of Oak Ranch Estates Subdivision.

The residence of Oak Ranch Estates and Dixie Ranch Road Home Owners Association is standing in opposition, to allow mobile homes in Oak Ranch Estates and any other subdivision along Dixie Ranch Road.

Oak Ranch Estates was zoned Suburban Agricultural and later zoned A-2 single family residential and restricted to permanently built dwellings. There are fourteen homes built on concrete or pier and beam foundations in this subdivision and as many as 100 along Dixie Ranch Road. There is one abandoned mobile home in Oak Ranch Estates that has detieriated beyond repair and there are numerous other mobile homes in the same condition along Dixie Ranch Road detracting from the neighborhood. These mobile homes have set the example to the residents of Dixie Ranch Road Homeowners Association what could and has taken place in past years. 

New homes have been built along Dixie Ranch Road in excess of $250,000.  New property owners have begun to clear and fill their land making preparation for foundations of new homes with the understanding that mobile homes would not be allowed.

Mr. Chairman and members of the St. Tammany Parish Zoning Commission the Dixie Ranch Road Homeowners Association and Oak Ranch Estates Subdivision property owners stand united in this position and urge you to vote NO. Do not allow mobile homes into our community.
