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Tectum IIIP Roof Deck Panels can be repaired and replaced by taking the following steps:

1. Cut out existing full span and full panel width.

2. Make vertical cut around the perimeter of panel leaving the spline and Tongue & Groove in place.

3. The replacement Tectum IIIP panels should be 47” wide beveled on all four sides and square ends.

4. Cut out 3⁄8” by 21⁄2” section at top of replacement panel (See drawing on Page 2).

5. Place bead of adhesive (Degabond 948) on existing panel on Dow Styrofoam and exposed 
structural joist as well as on the Tectum panel (See drawing on Page 2). 

6. Put replacement panel in place and screw it to the joists.

7. Fill 3⁄8” grove with expanding foam.
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
