Dear Dean,

Regarding your comment about raising the floor to the FEMA level on the fax that I sent over to John about the work on the church, we have a bid to do all the work necessary on the church, from James Warren Construction that totals $125,850.00.

I have elected to get the work accomplished in phases, and have bids of approximately $75,000.00 to do all the structural work.  The church will then will raise money and get outside help for the cosmetic part.

The church was probably worth about $250,000.00 before it got its roof damaged and other problems during Katrina.

The church is of historic value, and I understand that they have talked to the mayor about it.

If they are successful in getting the outside help, the cost to complete after the first contract could be no more than $25,000.00, thereby having a total repair bill of $100,000.00.  You may recall that I had faxed a copy of the structural work (written) to be completed, not wanting to do drawings at this time.  We will create drawings to go to the Fire Marshal before the cosmetic work is to start, if we make any changes to the layout of the facility.

I ask that the contractor be allowed to get a permit based on the attached scope of work, for the first phase.
