· Asked that entire office building be wired with CAT 5 cables.  Wants two terminals in each office, three in his office (room 104) and three in room 118 and 117.

· Asked that new locks be installed n exterior doors with a different key that one now used.

· Wants exterior of building very well lighted.  Wants all lights to be on timers, not sensors.
