Requirements of contractor after award

1. Furnish certificates of insurance showing the following:  

· Workman’s Comp. Insurance on all employees that will be on premises.

· Proof of Commercial General Liability Insurance with single limit for bodily Injury and property damage of not less than$1,000,000 per occurrence.

· Proof of liability insurance for $500,000 or greater on all vehicles to be 

       used on the job.

· Furnish a performance bond in the full amount of the total bid. ($262,000.)

· Furnish Dammon Engineering the names, addresses, telephone numbers, State license number and owner or general manager of each sub contractor.

· Contractor may begin work after receiving a “Notice to Proceed” letter from Dammon Engineering and furnishing the required listed insurance and sub contractor information to Dammon Engineering.

· Contractor, within five (5) days after work begins, shall prepare and submit to Dammon Engineering for approval, three (3) copies of a practical schedule showing the order in which the contractor contemplates starting and completing the several salient features of the work (acquiring labor, materials and equipment in the form of a progress chart)
